Who has the coolest Ecozone??? 
Students are to act as agents trying to promote their Ecozone as being ‘the best’ in Canada.  Students are to create a Poster of their selected ecozone of Canada which will be posted in the class.  The product created should breakdown the main components of the Ecozone.  It should identify and highlight the main characteristics of the Landform Regions, Climate Regions and Vegetation Regions which make up their Ecozone.  By identifying what makes each of those component regions ‘unique’, students will be able to explain why your Ecozone is different from other Ecozones around it.  Be sure to use visuals to ‘spice up’ your project and make it more attractive.

Be sure to highlight any ‘special characteristics’ found in your Ecozone.  For example, depending on your region you might want to discuss the impact of permafrost in the Arctic Ecozones, or the impact of the Pacific Ocean on the Pacific Ecozone, or the impact of the Gulf Stream on the Atlantic Ecozone…  
You will have two periods in the lab to find and format information to help display your Ecozone.
